Born on November 17, 1973, in Uttar Pradesh, she completed her schooling
at Tagore Public School and her college education at Maharani College, Jaipur. She pursued a course in
Fashion Designing in Delhi, but her true calling extended far beyond the realm of fashion.

A fashion designer by qualification, Ms. Chaturvedi is a creative force in every sense. Her innate ability to
visualize beyond the obvious and her passion for art in all its forms make her a truly unique personality,
blessed with a divine gift. From a young age, she exhibited the heart of an artist and grew into an
independent, compassionate individual.

Her childhood feelings of empathy for the deprived and special children evolved into a profound, motherly
love for everyone she encountered. This deep-seated compassion led her to realize that she was born for a
greater purpose. With this clarity, she initiated a movement called Surman, dedicating her life to serving
humanity.

At the age of 43, Ms. Chaturvedi is now a mother to 95 children, tirelessly spreading love, hope, and joy in
society. Her parents, like many others, could never have imagined that the child they nurtured would grow into
one of the rarest human beings—a selfless soul devoted to uplifting the deprived and destitute.

Manan’s unique way of expressing her thoughts—through creative paintings, writings, unorthodox stage shows,
and short films—demonstrates how an artist can infuse color and meaning into every aspect of life. Her journey
is a testament to the power of creativity, love, and unwavering dedication to a cause greater than oneself.




Manan and Her Tryst with Destiny:

As the saying goes, strong foundations are essential for building grand and enduring structures. The story of
Surman is rooted in vibrant thoughts and profound experiences that laid the groundwork for this remarkable
organization.

Recounted by Manan Chaturvedi, the founder of Surman:

“Since childhood, | sought happiness and constantly looked for ways to bring joy to my family and friends. In
this pursuit, | interacted with people of all ages, asking countless questions. It was much later that | realized
my happiest moments were spent teaching the children of our household help. The second most fulfilling
moments were those spent engaging with anyone who came to our home seeking help or alms.

As a nature lover, | often marveled at how clouds showered rain on barren lands, transforming them into lush
green fields. | wished for a similar miracle to alleviate the struggles of the needy.

The turning point in my life came during a visit to Bombay. While enjoying a horse ride on Juhu Beach with my
parents, | noticed a young boy selling balloons. Like any child, | wanted all the balloons, and my parents
bought them for me. | released them into the sky, but the boy’s expression —a mix of happiness and awe—left
me deeply unsettled. | spent the rest of the day thinking about him. Why was | able to buy things for my
happiness while he had to sell balloons for his livelihood? Why couldn’t he enjoy life like me? These thoughts
haunted me for days before fading into a corner of my mind as a poignant memory.

As | grew older, such memories shaped my perspective. | completed my studies in fashion design and got
married. My passion for life only grew stronger. However, fate had other plans. During my first pregnancy, |




was filled with joy, eagerly counting the days to meet my baby. Tragically, the child never saw the light of day.
This loss plunged me into deep emotional trauma and mental anguish.

During my recovery, | began seeking happiness in every child | encountered, especially those in destitute
conditions—on roadsides, railway stations, bus stands, and hospitals.

My first tryst with confidence-building happened at home. | often spent days alone while my husband was at
work. A sparrow shared my space, visiting every evening and staying until morning. To protect it, | would keep
the fan off during its stay. One evening, a visitor unknowingly turned on the fan, killing the sparrow. That
night, | discovered two chicks in the nest, waiting for their mother. Determined to save them, | cared for them,
fed them, and protected them. My efforts paid off —the chicks survived, grew, and eventually flew away. But
they left behind a transformed and confident Manan.

This experience gave me a purpose: to help children in need of care, upbringing, and survival. | began on an ad
hoc basis, adopting a baby girl from a slum near a railway station. That small step has now blossomed into a
significant cause—Surman Palna, a home for destitute and deprived women and children.”

MANAN’S PHILOSOPHY

“Let’s stop lengthy planning, deep thinking, and ideological searches. Leave behind worries of success and
failure. Take a deep breath and look at the world around you—it will appear beautiful, calm, and comforting.
Share what you have with your brothers and sisters. Think of the children who suffer from malnutrition, lack
of medical aid, and proper shelter.”

SURMAN PALNA

Surman Palna was born out of Manan’s deep empathy for orphaned and destitute children. As she often says:

“Whenever | see orphaned and destitute children in society, | am reminded of bougainvillea flowers planted
near boundary walls as fences. No one brings them into their drawing rooms. Similarly, these children are
often overlooked, despite their potential to bloom.”

At Surman Palna, we are committed to rehabilitating every child labeled as orphaned or destitute. Proudly,
our family has grown to 95 members in just 18 years. Among them, 82 are school-going children, while the
rest are infants and toddlers, enjoying the most beautiful phase of life under the loving care of their mother,
Manan.




SURMAN is on a constant journey to create a unique family where every member is blessed with
happiness, hope for a bright future, and a sense of responsibility to become a good human being.

In our quest to make a meaningful impact on society, we have taken small but significant steps to
uplift those labeled as deprived, orphaned, or destitute. Through love, care, and support, we strive
to transform lives and build a community where everyone can thrive.

SURMAN'’S UNIQUE PROJECTS:

Under the banner of Surman, several impactful initiatives have been launched and are running successfully.
One such initiative is PALNA, a heartfelt project by the Surman family.

1. PALNA is a home for orphaned and destitute children of all age groups, where they live together as one
family. At Palna, every child receives the care and opportunities they deserve:

A Loving Family: Parents, brothers, and sisters to share life’s joys and challenges.

Education: Access to quality learning for a brighter future.

Creative Expression: Platforms to explore and master skills in sports, music, and art.

A Normal Childhood: A routine life, just like any child blessed with a genetic family.

Vision and Values: Guidance for career aspirations and a strong ethical foundation to become good
human beings.

Today, Surman Palna is home to 80 infants and children, including:

e 40girls
e 40 boys

Through Palna, Surman continues to nurture dreams, spread hope, and build a brighter future for every child.




. KOSHISH (A Sincere Try)

Koshish is an initiative by the Surman family to provide shelter and support to women who have been
deprived of a normal life or have faced life’s darkest challenges. These women are welcomed into the
Surman family, where they play the cherished role of caretakers (mausees). Their children also receive all
the care and opportunities they deserve as part of the family.

Currently, 11 women have joined the Surman family under the Koshish project, finding a new lease on life
and a sense of belonging.

. JEEVAN (Life)

Jeevan was born out of a distress call from helpless parents seeking support for their child’s medical
treatment. This initiative focuses on the temporary adoption of children in need of medical aid whose
parents cannot afford the costs. Surman provides complete financial and medical assistance for their
treatment, in collaboration with a dedicated team of doctors who offer free or subsidized services.

To date, Surman has supported 13 children who underwent surgeries or long-term treatments, giving
them a chance at a healthier life.




4. PHULWARI (A Garden)
Phulwari is an initiative aimed at making a meaningful contribution to the lives of those living in the slum
areas of the city. While we cannot bridge the gap between the extremes of society, we strive to bring
smiles to some faces by providing:

Adequate clothing

Access to education

Medical aid

Occasional desired meals
Moments of joy and happiness

So far, Surman has brought the light of education to over 35 children from slum areas. Our committed
team continues to spread the gift of education in these underserved communities.

. TAPASYA (Penance)
Tapasya is an effort by the Surman family to support single parents in educating their children. Through
this initiative, Surman sponsors the education of children from single-parent households, ensuring they
have access to learning and a brighter future.
To date, Surman has successfully supported the education of 35 children under the Tapasya project.
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6. MISSION IMPOSSIBLE: ON-THE-SPOT CREATIVE PAINTING

Manan Chaturvedi is a phenomenal force, tirelessly striving to achieve the impossible for the destitute she
loves beyond measure. In her relentless quest to raise funds for her adopted family, she pushes herself to
extraordinary limits, undertaking marathon painting sessions that defy human endurance.

Her dedication has seen her paint continuously for hours on end, often without food, driven by an unseen
force that fuels her mission. The proceeds from the sale of her paintings go entirely toward providing
necessities for the homeless and destitute, ensuring they are cared for and kept off the streets.

Some of her remarkable painting marathons include:
e 72 hours at Statue Circle, Jaipur (29th December to 1st January 2013)

e 24 hours in Ajmer, Vrindavan, Jodhpur, Udaipur, Ahmedabad, Mount Abu, Rajkot, Jaipur, Bikaner (2nd
March 2014), Vadodara, and Kota

When Manan paints, she becomes a vessel of unwavering determination, channeling her energy into creating
art that transforms lives.

She is also an accomplished writer, penning articles, poetry, and
random thoughts in her magazine, “Bougainvillea.” The proceeds from the sale of the magazine go toward the
same noble cause of supporting the homeless and destitute.

On Saturday, she
started painting at 5 pm and by
the end of the session, Manan
was able to make 59 paintings.
“To my surprise, 20 paintings
have already been sold and
many have been booked.

| So far, I have collected

| Rs1,05,000. 1 am grateful to
the people of Ahmedabad,
who have been so support-
ive,” said Manan. Using
| the medium of acrylic on
| canvas, Manan’s paintings
were based on the theme
of nature, children and in-

.| nocence.
“My only aim was to
raise funds for my chil-

dren,” said Manan. She started
her journey last year in Jaipur
by painting for continuous 72
hours to support her cause,
‘Angel of Love’,

Elaborating on her journey,
Manan said: “In 1994, I topped
in the fashion designing course
at Women's Polytechnic College
in Delhi. There | was offered a
scholarship to study further in
London. However, | changed my
mind after seeing an unclothed
child looking for food in the
garbage. That was the time
when | wondered, who am [ de-
signing these clothes for, when
majority of people do not have
enough clothes to cover them-
selves”

Since then, Manan started

adopting abandoned and or-
phan children from the streets.
She said that kids at her NGO
live with her in Jaipur under
the same roof along with her
three children.

- When asked about the mes-
sage that she would like to
spread, Manan said: “I am their
mother and want to give them
a decent lifestyle and home to
live. I will continue painting
to give my children a respect-
able life. My only wish is to see
every child get the basic neces-
sities of life.” ;
